The following actions were taken by the Board of Education at its Business 
Meeting held on December 4, 2013.  Please inform the appropriate staff members
in your building of the actions which pertain to them.

1.
The following Superintendent’s recommended High School field trips were approved:
Approximately forty (40) Ski Club students to Bellayre Mountain in 

 

New York on February 8, 2014.

Approximately twenty-five (25) Thespian students to the Vivian Beaumont Theatre in NYC to see “MacBeth” on January 12, 2014.
Approximately thirty (30) Practical Arts students to Wolstein Center, Cleveland State University in  Cleveland, Ohio for a robotics regional competition, from Wednesday, March 19 through  Saturday, March 22, 2014.
Approximately one hundred (100) 9th and 10th Grade Science students to visit   The Bodies Exhibit in Times Square, NYC on March 21, 2014.

2.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to enter into an agreement with Cullen & Danowski, LLP, to apply the Agreed-upon-Procedures Engagement Letter to review the operations of the Facilities Department in order to determine the effectiveness related to the facilities function in complying with polices and procedures of the District during the period of July 1, 2012 through November 30, 2013, at a cost not to exceed $14,000.
3.
The following Superintendent’s recommended resolution has been approved by the Board of Education:

Resolved, that for the purpose of implementing the Affordable Care Act’s 
look-back measurement method, the Board of Education designates the following: a standard measurement period covering the period of October 7 through October 6; an administrative period covering the period of October 7 through December 31; and a stability period covering the period of January 1 through December 31.

Resolved, that for the purpose of determining the full-time status of new variable hour and seasonal employees, the Board of Education designates the following: an eleven (11) month initial measurement period commencing on the employee’s date of hire; a one (1) month administrative period; and a twelve (12) month stability period.

Resolved, that for the purpose of determining whether, pursuant to the Affordable Care Act, the District offered affordable health insurance coverage, the District elects to determine affordability based upon the employee’s household income.
4.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to dispose of obsolete equipment at the E.W. Bower Building and the Administration Building were approved.

5.
The Board of Education rescinded the resolution of November 20, 2013 appointing 
Dr. Leonard Gioia as School Medical Inspector in order to evaluate the capacity of the employee named in Executive Session to perform his/her duties.
6.
Dr. Gregory Puglisi has been appointed as School Medical Inspector (pursuant to §913 

of the Education Law) in order to evaluate the capacity of the employee named in Executive Session to perform his/her duties.  The Board of Education directs said employee to appear for a medical examination in the office of Dr. Puglisi at a date and time to be set by the Board of Education.
7.
The Superintendent’s recommended Sandy Assessment Relief Act resolution has been approved as follows:
Whereas, the State Legislature recently enacted the Sandy Assessment Relief Act to follow, by local opinion, a retroactive reduction in the assessment of a property for owners of properties which lost value due to Superstorm Sandy damage; and

Whereas, the Board of Education seeks to provide for the assessment relief set forth in the Sandy Assessment Relief Act;



Now, therefore, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools, it is

Resolved that the Board of Education adopts the provisions set forth in chapter 424 of the Laws of 2013 to the extent that the owner’s property has lost 10% or more of its improved value due to Superstorm Sandy damage, and it is further

Resolved, that the District’s adoption of Chapter 424 of the laws of 2013 is contingent on the assessment relief and any resulting tax refunds or credits being subject to Article 7 of the Suffolk County Tax Act.
