The following actions were taken by the Board of Education at its Business held on February 5, 2014.  Please inform the appropriate staff members in your building of the actions which pertain to them.

1.
The following Superintendent recommended field trips were approved:

a.
Approximately one hundred and twenty (120) High School English/

      Performing Arts students to NYC to see Kinky Boots on April 9, 2014. 
b.
Approximately fifty  (50) Middle School National Junior Honor Society students to NYC to see Phantom of the Opera and have lunch at the Jekyll and Hyde Club on March 5, 2014.

The Board approved the Superintendent's recommended Annual Budget Vote and Trustee Election resolution as follows:

RESOLVED, that the Annual Budget Vote and Trustee Election in the Lindenhurst Union Free School District, Town of Babylon, Suffolk County, New York be held on Tuesday, May 20, 2014 from 6:00 AM to 9:00 PM, and be it further

RESOLVED, that pursuant to Section 2017 of the Education Law, a Public Hearing for the purpose of discussion of the expenditure of funds and the budgeting thereof be held at 8:00 PM on May 7, 2014 at the McKenna Administration Building, Lindenhurst, New York, and be it further

RESOLVED, that Legal Notice of the Public Hearing, as required by law be published in Newsday on April 4, 2014, April 18, 2014, May 2, 2014, May 16, 2014  and in the Neighbor Newspaper on April 2, 2014, April 16, 2014, April 30, 2014, May 14, 2014, and be it further 
RESOLVED, that Legal Notice of the Annual Budget Vote and Trustee Election, as required by Law be published in Newsday on April 4, 2014, April 18, 2014, May 2, 2014, May 16, 2014, and in the Neighbor Newspaper on April 2, 2014, April 16, 2014, 

April 30, 2014 and May 14, 2014.  

RESOLVED, that this School District, by resolution previously adopted, did divide in five (5) election districts.  The following schools are hereby designed as polling places:

RESOLVED, that the Board of Education, in addition to the legal publication in four editions of each of the two above-mentioned newspapers, will send a notice with all information relative to the date and time of election to all residents and taxpayers within the District, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the residents of the Lindenhurst Union Free School District may register to vote for School District Election at the office of the District Clerk between the hours of 9:00 o’clock AM and 4:00 o’clock PM on any day that the office is open, and also at the regularly scheduled Board of Education Business meetings during April and May.  However, such registration will not take place less than five (5) days preceding any School District Election, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the District be authorized to appoint the necessary Personnel to function as Building Leaders and Election Inspectors/Clerks, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the final tally of votes shall be held at the Administration Center, 350 Daniel Street, Lindenhurst, New York at 9:00 o’clock PM, on the evening of the election or as soon thereafter as the election inspectors from the five polling places can supply the
necessary information.
3.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution authorizing the use of the Community Capital Assistance Program Grant (CCAP) in the amount of $100,000 toward the purchase of the new Senior High School bleachers, was approved.
4.
The Board of Education approved the Superintendent’s recommended resolution classifying the Interior Bleacher Replacement at the Lindenhurst High School as 

Type II Actions, as determined by 6NYCRR§617.5 (maintenance or repair involving no substantial change in an existing facility.)  Type II Actions are excluded from the requirements for the preparation of an environmental Impact Statement.

5.
Board of Education Policy No. 4860 – High School Extra-Curricular Eligibility Standards
has been revised as follows:
Extra-curricular participation should extend to student’s educational experience by continuing his or her development toward being a productive and useful citizen.  However, students participation in extra-curricular activities must always remember that education is the main goal of the Lindenhurst School district.  Accordingly, the Lindenhurst School District extends the privilege of extra-curricular activities to students who strive for successful academic achievement.  Therefore, a student who has an average below 65 in two or more courses in any one quarter will be ineligible for the subsequent quarter to participate in extra-curricular activities until the student is fully reinstated.
6.
Board of Education Policy No. 4327 – Homebound Instruction as been revised as follows:

Homebound instruction is a service provided to students who are unable to attend school due to medical, emotional or disciplinary problems.

The District makes provisions for homebound instruction upon referral from the Building Principal and the Assistant to the Superintendent for Special Education following the guidelines established by the Superintendent of Schools for placing a student on homebound instruction.

A request for homebound instruction, when based on a medical or psychiatric condition, must be accompanied by a statement from the child’s treating physician identifying the nature of the student’s condition, the basis for the request, the estimated length of time the student will require homebound instruction, the treatment plan, and any medical alerts.  In addition, the parent/guardian shall be required to provide the District with consent to enable the District to contact and speak with the doctor supplying such statement.
Upon a determination the homebound instruction is required, the building principal shall take the appropriate steps required to make immediate arrangements for homebound instruction for a minimum of five (5) hours of instruction per week for a student at the elementary level and for (10) hours of instruction per week for students at the secondary level.

Under no circumstances will the District authorize homebound instruction for more than 30 calendar days.  If a student requires homebound instruction for more than 30 days, the student shall be referred to either the Committee on Special Education or 504 Team to determine the need for special education, related services and/or accommodations

The Superintendent’s recommended resolution authorizing the Board President to enter into a Gas Conversion Agreement with Hess Energy Marketing, LLC Corporation was approved.
8.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution authorizing the Board President to enter into a contract with Answer Vending for vending services for the 2013-14 school year was approved.

9.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution accepting a donation of $1,000.00 from Gershow Recycling, to be award to a graduating senior pursing a career in the field of Engineering or Environmental Science was approved.
10.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to accept the donation from Toshiba America Foundation in the sum of  four thousand and seven dollars ($4007.00) to be utilized for the implementation of the Greenhouse Project at the Lindenhurst High School was approved. 
11.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution was approved as follows:

The Board of Education hereby appoints Dr. Thomas A. Aronson as School Medical Inspector pursuant to §913 of the Educational Law in order to evaluate the capacity of the employee named in Executive Session to perform his/her duties. The Board of Education directs the employee named in Executive Session to appear for a medical examination in the office of Dr. Thomas A. Aronson at a date and time to be set by the Board of Education.

The Superintendent’s recommendation to dispose of obsolete equipment at the West Gates Avenue Elementary School was approved..

The Superintendent’s recommended budget transfers over $5,000.00 was approved.
