Annual Election and Budget Vote Meeting and Special Meeting – May 15, 2012

The following actions were taken by the Board of Education at its Annual Election and Budget Vote Meeting and a Special Meeting held on May 15, 2012.  
1.
Upon examination of the reports of the inspectors of election, the Board of Education declared the following to be the result of the Annual Election and Budget Vote.

a.
Incumbents Patricia Ames, Mary Ellen Cunningham and Donna Hochman have been re-elected to the Lindenhurst Board of Education for a period of three years, from July 1, 2012 to June 30, 2015.

b.
Proposition #1 (Budget) was passed by a majority of the qualified voters of the Lindenhurst Union Free School District by a vote of 1836 to 1289.  
2.
The following Superintendent’s recommended field trips were approved:
Middle School Frost Valley YMCA- Approximately three hundred (300) 8th grade students to Woodruff J. English Environmental Center in Claryville, NY from November 14 to November 16, 2012.
High School Saltwater Anglers Club- Approximately thirty (30) science students on a fishing trip from Captree Boat Basin on May 30, 2012 and on June 4, 2012.
3.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution regarding SEQRA Regulation 6NYCRR 617.5 in respect to the expansion of the senior high school wrestling room is classified as a Type II Action that has no significant impact on the environment and requires no further review under SEQRA.
4.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution approving the License Agreement between the District, the Lindenhurst Wrestling Club, Inc. and J.C. Wrieth & Sons, LLC. Board President authorized to sign same.  (The “Club" has offered to undertake the
expansion of the District’s senior high school wrestling room and then will donate the expanded and improved wrestling room to the District.  J.C. Wrieth & Sons LLC have agreed to be the project manager for the expansion.) 
5.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to accept the West Gates Avenue Elementary  School PTA’s donation of twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,500.00) for the purpose of purchasing two (2) SMART Boards, including peripherals, for use at the West Gates Avenue School. 
6.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to dispose of obsolete equipment at the West Gates Avenue Elementary School.

7.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution authorizing the Board President to enter into an agreement for Related Services.
8.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to approve an additional inspector, Mr. Vincent Abrusi, to work  the May 15, 2012 Budget/Trustee Vote along with the five  (5) Building Leaders on the Board of Registration.  (Inspectors will be paid at a rate of $10.00 per hr.)
9.
The Superintendent’s recommendation to accept the donation of twelve hundred dollars ($1,750.00) from the Family and Friends of Paul Belanger (Class of 1986) in memory of Paul Belanger.  Donation is to be awarded to a graduating senior pursuing the field of medicine.
