The following actions were taken by the Board of Education at its Business 
Meeting held on January 8, 2014.  Please inform the appropriate staff members
in your building of the actions which pertain to them.

1.
Board of Education Trustee’s recommended Security Resolution was approved as follows:



RESOLVED, that the Board of Education approves the restoring of security guards at the elementary school buildings until all new security equipment is received, installed and functional in our elementary schools.  This authorization covers the remainder of the 2013-14 school year.

The following Superintendent’s recommended High School field trip was approved:  Approximately twenty-five students (grades 9-12) to NYC to visit the 9/11 Freedom Towers and have lunch at Jekyll & Hyde’s Restaurant on April 10. 2014.

The Superintendent’s recommendation to accept the Herman Auerbach Memorial Fund donation in the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) to support curriculum enrichment and innovative instruction in District schools was approved.

$40,000 toward the implementation of District Wide Security upgrades was approved.

The Board of Education approved the Superintendent’s recommended resolution classifying the temperature control reconstruction at the Albany Avenue Elementary School and the Lindenhurst High School as Type II Actions, as determined by 


6NYCRR§617.5 (maintenance or repair involving no substantial change in an existing facility).  Type II Actions are excluded from the requirements for the preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement.
