The following actions were taken by the Board of Education at its Business Meeting and Special Meeting held on August 28, 2013:

The Superintendent recommended Marching Band field trips (seventy students) to,

The Superintendent’s recommended resolution authorizing the Board President to 
enter into  a lease agreement with SuperKids Christian Daycare, Inc. for the period 
of (9/1/13 through 8/31/15 for the rental of rooms 103 and 106 at the E.W. Bower 
Building. (The annual rent from 9/01/13 to 8/31/14 will be $19,200.00 and from 
9/01/14 through 8/31/15 shall be $19,776.00.)
